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Step2  Front Leg Assembly:

Align and insert front legs to the front seat frame pre-drilled holes, make
sure both pre-drilled holes are in line, insert bolts D and washers then
tighten with Allen Key.

Rear Leg Assembly:

Align and insert rear legs to the rear seat frame pre-drilled holes, rear legs
curves must facing outward, make sure both pre-drilled holes are in line,
insert bolts G and washers then tighten with Allen Key.




Step 3  Check all the bolts are tighten securely in position, put the dust
cover back to the position. Upright the chair and make sure the chair

is stable.
